MINUTES OF THE MEETING

	A meeting of the Worland Recreation District Board was held October 9th 2025 at the Worland Community Center Complex, Worland, and Washakie County, Wyoming at 12:00 p.m. Present at the meeting were Steve Hunt, Charlie Cauffman, Nick Kruger, Ron Overcast, Beau Clark, Carol Grosch and Matt Schneider. Jonathan Hake, and Sarah Lungren were absent.  
A motion was made (Ron), seconded (Nick) and unanimously carried to approve the minutes for September 11th, 2025 meeting.  
Old Business
Edward Jones: Beau Clark came in to talk with the group about financial information for CDs and money market funds.  Cannot lock in a rate with the money market, not FDIC insured. Steve mentioned that Charlie, at the last meeting, needed to look into the restrictions on what was required, Charlie is not at the meeting at this time to ask questions needed. Beau recommends Edward Jones Advisory Solutions model, they watch the accounts weekly, rebalance the accounts every two weeks if something needs it.
Joy: need to take off Jeff Lee, Tim Wright as the assigners/signatories, need to add Charlie and Jonathan.  Matt will remain on the account. Joy Osbon and Big Horn Basin Accounting have authorization to obtain information off those accounts at Big Horn Federal. 
A motion was made (Nick), seconded (Carol), and unanimously carried to approve the removal Jeff Lee and Tim Wright as signatories. 
A motion was made (Nick), seconded (Carol), and unanimously carried to approve Matt Schneider, Charlie Cauffman and Jonathan Hake as signatories on the Big Horn Federal accounts as well as the new Security State Bank accounts. The motion included Joy Osbon and Steve Hunt to be authorized to obtain information on those respective accounts at Big Horn Federal and Security State Bank as well as at any other financial institutions now and in the future.
Batting cages: Steve talked with Ben and found out the sizes of the batting cages to give to Nick so that estimates can be drawn up.  70 feet for each field, Nick pulled up some information and a 14x14x70 should fit in both locations, looking at Mastodon branded cage, just shy of $11,000 per cage, would be able to guild the netting from side to side so that the grass can be maintained easier.  Going to keep working on getting a proposal together and will bring it to the next meeting.  
Executive/Board Reports:
· Charlie- middle school fall sports are wrapping up, wrestling starts Monday and the 20th is when girls’ basketball starts. High School still in the middle of fall season.  Working on blowing out sprinklers now.
· Nick- going to be cutting off the mowing soon, getting the bleachers off the field once the football season is over.
· Steve- Finishing up Football here soon, boys’ basketball will be starting soon. Mentioned to Charlie about having our Rec announcements go out on the schools’ announcements, he said it shouldn’t be a problem.
· Carol-nothing new 
· Ron- Indoor soccer will start Oct. 29th 
New Business
Audit review-Steve needs to get with Joy about everything that’s needed.  Joy later came in to the meeting and got the information she needed. 
Meadowlark Ski Patrol- Matt received a call from a guy that has been on patrol for years, which is volunteer, he said that Buffalo Rec District has started to kick in some money over the years, going to approach the Ten Sleep Rec District to see if they can achieve their goal of $1,500 towards the purchase of an AED, wanted to know if the Worland Rec District was interested in helping out too.  After much discussion it was agreed to fund the AED machine in hopes of being able to save lives if needed. 
A motion was made (Ron), seconded (Carol), and unanimously carried to approve the donation of $1,500 to Meadowlark Ski Patrol towards the purchase of an AED machine.
Treasures Report: 
Charlie gave the treasures report, revenue for the month was $25,000, net income $13,950.14, overall, we are still in good shape.
A motion was made (Nick), seconded by (Ron) and unanimously carried to approve the treasures report and pay the bills per meeting.
